
DRYWALL PROCEDURES  
 
Drywall, (sheetrock , wallboard ) 
is used in  almost one hundred 
percent of the  homes and 
commercial buildings  built in the 
US. It is a procedure  every 
carpenter and diy  homeowner 
should at least have a  working 
knowledge of how to do it.  
In this article I am going to give  
you some procedures that a lot 
of  professional drywallers will 
throw  rocks at, but there is one 
catch,  they work.  

 
 
The first is that when we hang  
rock, I usually hang or cut. When I  
hang plaster rock I use a Senco 
1ó wid e c rown stapler to get it  
on the wall , then another 
carpenter follows me  and 
screws or nails the rock off.  

 
 

I have put a frame hook on it as I  
have all of my guns and saws.  It is 
simply a ¼ - 20 u - bolt with two  
rubber washers and two nuts 
and I  cut off on e of the threaded 
ends  and rounded it off to make 
the  swivel hook.  
I adjust the depth setting to  
where that the staple does not  
break the paper.  
I use this only  when we are 
plastering the rock  because 
most of the staples are  slightly 
proud (not recessed a s to  the 
surface of the sheet). You can  
also see we put the brown side 
out  when we plaster, saves 
having to  bed the bevels and the 
plaster  adheres  25% better.  

 
 
Now I want to show you how to  
patch a hole in rock, sometimes  
called a blowout or plug.  
This i s a regular occurrence on  
most jobs; a 2x4 somehow 
made its  way through this rock. I 
am going  to show you how to 
repair it.  
Most drywallers would just stuff  
some insulation in this hole and 
put  tape and 3 or 4 coats of 
mud on it.
